Dorval Soccer Association – Code of Conduct (Coaches, Players and Parents)

Coaches Code of Conduct 
· Promote and encourage an enjoyable environment at all times.
· Be a good role model at all times
· Coaches should be positive and constructive while instructing players at practice and games
· Coaches should always be consistent with players and parents.
· Coaches must demonstrate and teach.
Respect for officials, referees, opponents, fellow coaches, teammates, spectators and the game. 
· Respect for referees that are still learning "on the job".  Do not challenge a call if a referee has missed a call or is not consistent with rules.  These issues can be addressed after the game and with no yelling in from of parents and children.  Referees need some space to learn.
· Fair Play in regards to integrity, fairness and respect for all involved in the game.
· Coaches will promote cooperation and sportsmanship with the players, league and within the soccer Club.
· Coaches should know the laws of the game.
· Coaches will communicate with players and parents with respect and dignity. Disrespect or the use of foul language or gestures will not be tolerated. Unresolved issues should be reported to the Dorval Soccer board. 

· Coaches should dress like a coach.  Running shoes and proper attire is required.  The wearing of identification is mandatory.
· Dorval Soccer has a zero tolerance policy for alcohol and controlled substances.  If you have consumed alcohol before a game, find a replacement as a coach. You are volunteering for Dorval Soccer and to coach children, you should not do it under the influence of any alcohol or other substances.   
· Coaches will attend all hearings and discipline as governed by Dorval Soccer. Coaches will be responsible for payment of all fines levied from any governing discipline body. 

Players Code of Conduct 
· Players will promote fun while competing regardless of the playing level within the Club.
· Players will practice the principles of Fair Play: integrity, fairness, and respect.
· Players will always hold respect for the following : 
· Officials : never criticize a referee 
· Opponents: respect your opponent no matter the outcome of the game. 
· Coach: listen to your coach and do not argue.  Communicate with a positive dialog. 
· Teammates : be positive with your fellow players do not criticize 
· Team: Attend all practices and games at the times set out by the coach.
· Be prepared for games and practices with proper equipment and attitude.
· Always inform your coach if you will be late or absent for games and practices.
· Never use foul, profane or derogatory language at any time while at a practice or a game to any person. Please remember you also represent the Dorval Soccer Association and yourself.
· Players will be responsible to attend discipline hearings when required and accept decisions made at these hearings. Players will be responsible to pay any fines when assessed at these hearings. 
Parents Code of Conduct 
· Will be positive and supportive of the soccer club and the team.
· Will encourage and promote fun for the players and coaches ,
· Will not coach or give instruction while the game is being played - this is the coaches’ role.
· Will never criticize referees, players or coaches.
· Will be a good role model.
· Will resolve your problems with team or the club in a respectful manner. 
· Talk to the coach privately and respectfully if the issue can not be resolved contact any member of the Dorval Soccer Association to mediate the issue.
· Will not use foul or abusive language or gestures at any time.
· Help the young player to focus on the performance and not the result.  - Winning is not as important as the performance. 
· Support all the players in your child's squad. Do not criticize any player. 
· Do not criticize the opponents, their parents, coaches or the referee.

· Coaches must demonstrate and teach.
Coaching Guidelines for the Season 
· Please make sure ALL roster changes are communicated to the Dorval Soccer Association
· For Competitive soccer (Intercity):
· Allow enough time to produce Passports for a child before they play in an official game – the registrar has a busy schedule and not only your team to take care of.
· All electronic budgets have to be submitted to the Intercity rep for review at any time.
· All funds raised for by fundraising or by parent submission – have to be transparent with the parents of the team and an electronic budget be sent by email or handed out to each player.
· No Alcohol should be present at any team parties, nor should any team funds be used to pay for any alcohol at any time.
· All fees are paid – the team is never in bad standing with the Region or the DSA
